One day in the canteen

A quick outline of all the wonderful things to do in the canteen today. If you know what you're doing, you don't need to read this.

I usually try to be there early enough to open the clubhouse, the kitchen and the shutters.

On arrival, read “Canteen Hygiene" in the white folder. In the same folder, there's also a food sign-on sheet that goes in the foyer.

- The money is in the cupboard under the urn. During the day, you can keep it on the worktop. Notes are slipped underneath.

-----------------------------

- Fill in the urn and switch it on. Put it on 6 to start with, then down to minimum when the water's boiling. You might want to put the kettle on as well, for early customers and your own tea or coffee.

-  Turn on the switches for the ovens, the gas hob and the extractor fan - switches are situated on the wall near the boiler (port / starboard oven and gas). The extractor fan switch is above the cooker. 

- Bacon sandwiches (usually 2 rashers each). The frying pan is in the cupboard under the sink (normally). The bacon is in Fridge #2, with spread, ketchup, etc. Oil and brown sauce are on the worktop. Bacon sandwiches are £1.20. 
- If the smoke alarm gets triggered (it happens almost every week), the control box is located in the foyer, near the main door. Instructions for resetting it are displayed next to it!

-----------------------------

- At about half past ten (or when you've had enough), decide that there'll be no more bacon sarnies and get the food sign-on list from the foyer. Beware! There will be some latecomers who add their order at the last minute. 

-----------------------------

- Hot meals (early and late season): hot meals vary from week to week and are usually quite straightforward to prepare. Please let me know in advance if you’re a vegetarian and/or reluctant to handle specific foods, such as raw meat. 

-----------------------------

- Sandwich fillings always include salad (lettuce, cucumber, tomato) unless specified on the sign-on list.

- Tuna filling. Tins are on the top shelf, above the mugs. Mix tuna with mayo.

- Sandwiches are cling-filmed and labelled, then laid out on the grey table near the hatch. 

- If you need to refill the chocolate bars basket, supplies are located on the top shelf near the bar door, above the hand wash sink. 
- Extra soft drinks are stored in the cupboard under the stairs. (In the main clubroom, near the filing cabinet and the hi-fi).

- If you run out of tea, there's a big bag in the cupboard under the mugs. Coffee's in a big tin - Please refill the jar, don't throw it away! 

-----------------------------

- When the dripping hordes come back in, teas and coffees and soft drinks, etc. 

- Wash up, have your lunch (or the other way round, depends how hungry you are!). 

-Take it easy during the afternoon race. 

Lay out the cakes on a rectangular white tray (make sure you take the oldest sale-by date first).

- Another round of drinks with cakes after the race, tidy up and close shop. 

I should be there to take the money, put the bins out, etc. so don't worry about this.
